1. Call to Order 7:10

2. Approval of June Minutes -- there wasn't a June meeting. 

3. Treasurer's report: Don Atkinson $5516 in Savings, $37003 in Checking, +$15K In CD

a. Audit -  Katie Spruegle is willing. Sally hasn't found a second person. Brian Poon was suggested by Don. (7/17/09 Sally sent him a note)

4. In-box Harvey: one check for PNWOF, a couple of newsletters, rotary club of Emerald City (given to Bob, it is a financial plea, it was recycled.)

5. Active Issues

i. MappingA-Meet 2010 Potholes. Eric -- 

1. Pat Kelley is working on the basemap. Patrick Nuss thinks that we should use a 2.5m contour interval. Pat Kelley will export to OCAD, but he isn't working in OCAD. Eric has tested this it does work. The photos have been flown for all three events, Pat Kelley is making the basemap for two of the events.

2. Field checking. Eric sent a note to Alexey Zuev ( Alexey did the Idaho maps) asking if Alexey would be able to do the field checking. Eric hasn't heard back yet. Do we need to do anything urgently to get mappers lined up? Put out lots of inquiries and hopefully we can choose. Greg Lennon is the (foreign) mappers contact. Sally will contact Greg about this.
3. EWOC would like to trade epunch on Monday (us) for course setting on Sunday (them.) We will need to have someone who will own the epunch job. When does EWOC need an answer by? We say okay. Eric will tell John Hargrave. 
4. What do we need to do for sanctioning? Sally will apply for sanctioning once all the pieces are in place. Sanctioning should be done as a package (sprint, middle, long.) Sally will contact John Beck about what we are going to do. 

a. We will need to have a meet director (Jana), a course setter (Patrick, John H.), a vettor (Eric is willing to vet only Saturday. Harvey proposed asking Scott Donald for Sunday, as long as the courses are ready in advance.), registrar (XXX), land permission.

5. We need to get land permission, Sally asked if Kathy could take over on this. Bob says yes, but that it will be when they get back from Texas (2 weeks from now). 

a. Saturday we need to get an answer from the ORV guy to get a parking solution. Patrick will send Kathy a map and the proposed parking idea for Potholes. Eric will call next week and at least get an email address for Scott (this land contact.)

ii. Two new Whidbey Island maps. Total $1000? Bill Cusworth's two proposals
1. Ft. Ebey State Park & Kettles Trails County Park $750, ~3 sq km, outline of area:   http://www.gmap-pedometer.com/?r=3006484  Eric used this area for his Beast event in 2008. It has very interesting topography with lots of large depressions (kettles). It's kind of thick but has a dense trail network. I would like to map it this autumn and winter with the intent of using it for the Ultimate Orienteer Score-O in the spring. Getting permission should be similar to Ft. Casey.

2. South Whidbey Community Park, SW High School, SW Intermediate & Primary Schools $250, ~1 sq km, outline of area: http://www.gmap-pedometer.com/?r=3006467 This area has an irregular shape but excellent facilities including plenty of the parking, nice bathrooms & covered picnic shelter. It's a great beginner's area with a dense trail network combined with all 3 South Whidbey school yards. The park is very supportive of orienteering (it helps to have a running friend on the board of the parks district). I would like to map it this winter and either put on a sprint event in conjunction with the UO Score-O or use it for the Founder's Day event next October. 

3. Eric will provide LIDAR data for these 2 maps (and some fieldwork for Ft. Ebey SP) and as such Meridian Geographics would be able to use the map on the same terms as Putney Woods: joint MerGeo-COC non-exclusive copyright, meaning both COC and MerGeo would have right of use and sale of license to use the map or map data, however neither party would have the right to exclude the other party from use.
4. The person who you get land permission from in Island County is perennially too busy, (Note from Sally, I think it was concluded that officially getting permission isn't going to happen qin a way that Kathy can attend to it. Would Bill or Eric take care of getting land permission or tell Kathy explicitly what she needs to do?). Motion to do the map contingent on getting land permission. Eric moved, Jana second, passed.
